greens update 
  
AROUND THE COURSE

SUPERINTENDENT 
The growing season is coming to an 
end and it is the time of the year when 
we reflect on the past season and plan 

for the 2010 season.  Overall this year was very successful de-
spite the record rainfall for the year.  The greens aerification 
procedures in the spring and fall were completed without any 
complications and the greens healed up and were back to 
normal playing condition as quick as expected.  The fescue 
herbicide program was an improvement over 2008 and we 
are working on enhancing the program even more for the 
2010 season for even better control.   

 

The crew has been busy working on some projects before the 
weather turns bad.  The area on the right of #7 has been 
cleared of all the tall growth giving you a clear view of the 
fairway from the tee.  The right side of the 12th hole along the 
pond has been cleared of the woody plants and beside the 
green has been cut to make the stone wall along the green 
visible from the tee and fairway.  The areas in front of the 14th 
tee and 17th tee will be worked on in the near future.  The 
fescue is in the process of being cut for the season and will be 
completed in December.  The equipment tear down and    
rebuilding has begun and will be ongoing thru the winter to 
have all the equipment refurbished by the beginning of the 
season.

Holiday Cake 

Ingredients 

• 2 (8 ounce) containers candied cherries 

• 1 (8 ounce) container candied mixed citrus peel 

• 2 cups raisins 

• 1 cup dried currants 

• 1 cup dates, pitted and chopped 

• 2 (2.25 ounce) packages blanched slivered al-
monds 

• 1/2 cup brandy 

• 1/2 cup all-purpose flour 

• 2 cups all-purpose flour 

• 1/2 teaspoon baking soda 

• 1 teaspoon ground cloves 

• 1 teaspoon ground allspice 

• 1 teaspoon ground cinnamon 

• 1/2 teaspoon salt 

• 1 cup butter 

• 2 cups packed brown sugar 

• 6 eggs 

• 3/4 cup molasses 

• 3/4 cup apple juice 

 

Directions 
 

1. In a medium bowl, combine cherries, citrus peel, 
raisins, currants, dates, and almonds. Stir in 
brandy; let stand 2 hours, or overnight. Dredge 
soaked fruit with 1/2 cup flour. 

2. Preheat oven to 275 degrees F (135 degrees C). 
Grease an 8x8x3 inch fruit cake pan, line with 
parchment paper, and grease again. In a small 
bowl, mix together 2 cups flour, baking soda, 
cloves, allspice, cinnamon, and salt; set aside. 

3. In a large bowl, cream butter until light. Gradually 
blend in brown sugar and eggs. Mix together mo-
lasses and apple juice. Beat into butter mixture 
alternately with flour mixture, making 4 dry and 3 
liquid additions. Fold in floured fruit. Turn batter 
into prepared pan. 

4.   Bake in preheated oven for 3 to 3 1/2 hours, or   
until a toothpick inserted into the center of cake 
comes out clean. Remove from pan, and lift off 
paper. Cool cake completely, then wrap loosely in 
waxed paper. Store in an airtight container.
